Dumbarton Castle
In shoreside park by the river Clyde. Ancient fortification in a
spectacular location. River views, birdwatching.

Dumbarton - Denny Tank
At entrance to the Scottish Maritime Museum. The famous tea
clipper Cutty Sark was built in this historic town.

Cardross
Village centre car park. Geilston Garden, St. Mahew’s Chapel,
walking trails to Loch Lomond and Helensburgh.

Ardmore Point
Car park. Birdwatching, coastal walk with stunning views
over Firth of Clyde, beachcombing.

Helensburgh - East Bay
Opposite petrol station. Flywheel of Henry Bell's Comet, the
first commercial steamship in Europe.

U Helensburgh - West Bay
Esplanade, opposite John Street. Restaurants, Hermitage
Park, Tower Digital Arts Cinema, Colquhoun Square Outdoor
Museum, street tree and architectural trails, walks network
including Three Lochs Way and John Muir Way, Scottish
Submarine Centre, Helensburgh Heroes and Visitor
Information Centre, The Hill House and The Mackintosh
Club - both designed by Charles Rennie Mackintosh, cruise
on PS Waverley the world's last seagoing paddle steamer.

Gardens, rocky shores and
open sea views, Victorian coastal architecture and quiet
cycling roads.

Arrochar

At Three Villages Hall. Mountain and loch scenery,
hillwalking, mountain biking, Three Lochs Way and Cowal
Way long distance paths, local path network including
Hidden Heritage walking trail.
